It was held up this 
month by me because of the amount of energy my family 
and I expended in this years election. The wait at our polling 
location was over 2 hours long. Before and after voting, my 
children and I spent a lot of the day floating from 1 of 6 
precincts, putting up "NO on 2" signs and standing behind 
the 100 ft barrier handing out the palm cards to willing 
voters.  And believe me many were not willing but angry at 
anyone who would not support, in their minds, "Cures in 
Michigan."  My wife dedicated her day to poll challenging - 
which she does quite well - more on that later. 
  
If only you could have seen the looks on my children's faces 
when they hear some voters angrily refused the card and 
retort to me that they had made up their minds already, were 
voting YES and get out of their face.  While I would 
normally have wanted to protect them from this kind of 
display, I wanted them to begin to understand the world we 
are preparing them to enter.  I also wanted them to see that 
someone, namely their Dad, saw evil and was doing 
everything possible to stop it.  It became a teaching moment 
for all of us.  Even with this hostility, they continued to 
innocently try to hand out cards and tell people that "Roco 
Bama wants to kill babies...vote for John McCain."  So, out 
of the mouth of babes... 
  
Around 4pm, seeing that they had tired beyond their 
abilities, we headed over to see Mom at the polling 
place.  She and a friend had teamed up to challenge at a 
polling location near our home in Ypsilanti.  The location 
was a Baptist Church hosting 2 precincts totaling almost 
3000 voters.  This place hosted lines from the back of 
the Church building to the road - approximately 200 ft long.  
What struck me was the level of commitment of the afro-
American Obama supporters.  They had set up a grill and 
were serving free Brats, hotdogs, chili, baked beans and a 
whole host of other free food.  The place was bustling.  
There were obviously 4 women running a get out the vote 
effort with many vans and mini-vans shuttling elderly and 
handicapped voters in to the polls - all wearing Obama 
shirts.  My children and I after talking to Mom, decided to 
see if we could get some of the free food.   
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After noting the hostility these workers had shown to anyone 
with McCain/Palin bumper stickers I instructed them to keep 
quiet until after we got our food.  Every one except little Jenny 
Rose was able to do that.  While we ate the brats and hotdogs, 
some of the workers tried to extract from the children who their 
Daddy was voting for...and beautifully they responded with "I 
don’t know."  It became obvious to me that we had not prepared 
nearly enough to for this battle and we could easily loose.   
  
Because of the monumentous nature of this election, we cannot 
go back to "business as usual."  In the past this may have been 
so, but given the beliefs of the new President-Elect on social 
moral issues - especially abortion - we must regroup and prepare 
for what is likely to come.  That is what Venerable Father 
Michael J McGivney intended the Knights of Columbus for!  We 
must begin to build our council to assist the Church in this area.
